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Ward Description
Bartley Green Ward is situated on the western edge of the city.  The Woodgate Valley Country Park lies to the north and to the south is Frankley.  Weoley Ward lies to the east and open countryside within the County of Worcester is to the west.

Bartley Green is predominantly residential with an extensive network of open space, recreation and leisure amenities.
Bartley Green was first noted in the Domesday Book of 1086 as Berchelai. This means either the birch tree wood or the clearing in the birch trees (from the Old English "beorc leah"). Bartley Green was in the possession of the manor of Weoley. Bartley Green was again mentioned in 1657, however, this time it was under its current name.

Most of the land occupied by Bartley Reservoir was in the parish of Northfield, Birmingham, originally in Worcestershire. It was transferred to Warwickshire when Northfield became part of Birmingham in November 1911. 

Bartley Green became more built up after the end of the Second World War in 1945, with a mix of private and council housing being built. 

The Athol Farm council estate was a notable development by the city council during the 1960s, and included five tower blocks; however all of these have now been demolished. 

However, the south-west end of the reservoir overlapped into the parish of Frankley, in Worcestershire (Hereford and Worcester, from 1974). In April 1995, part of Frankley (including the south-west part of Bartley Reservoir) was transferred to Birmingham and became part of the West Midlands County.

Interesting Facts about Bartley Green
Bartley Reservoir is a reservoir for drinking water. It covers 46 hectares of countryside and it is well known as the place where Bill Oddie did a lot of his early birdwatching, and features in his books (notably Bill Oddie's Gone Birding) and television programmes. His first ever published article for the West Midland Bird Club's Annual Report was about the birds of the reservoir. 

The reservoir is also used by Bartley Sailing Club and nearby schools and activity clubs frequently visit to take part in water sports activities such as sailing and canoeing. 

Bartley Green War Memorial was unveiled on 11 July 1920 (erected through public donations). The memorial was dedicated by the Right Reverend JH Wakefield, Lord Bishop of Birmingham. 
The memorial stood originally in the churchyard on the corner of Field Lane and Genners Lane. When the church was relocated in 1964 the memorial was also moved c400m to its present location. In June 2005 the memorial cross was renovated: the paving was added. Two names were added to the memorial in 2008. Further paving was laid in 2011 and a flagpole erected in 2012.

An avenue of trees to the north of the memorial was planted in 2013, and a plaque set into the lawn in front of each sapling. This Avenue of Memory, commemorating the 19 local men who died in the First World War, was dedicated in July 2014 by Councillor John Lines, former Lord Mayor of Birmingham.

Famous Names

Kelli Dayton (also known as Kelli Ali) is a female vocalist most recognised for being lead singer for the trip-hop group Sneaker Pimps, grew up in Bartley Green. 

Jane Bunford, the tallest person ever to have lived in the United Kingdom, who reached a height of 7 feet 11 inches (2 m), lived in Bartley Green until her death at her home on 1 April 1922. Her hair also measured 8 feet 1 inch (2 m). There is a plaque to commemorate her on the wall outside Bartley Green Library.

Policy Context
The Paper Localism in Birmingham: A Framework for Future Policy, March 2018 set out objectives for future ward-based working which will focus on: improved service delivery in neighbourhoods, an agenda of “Neighbourly Neighbourhoods” and a commitment to a “Whole Place” and “Whole System” way of working.

The new ward planning process is one of the main mechanisms by which citizens and communities can participate in setting local priorities themselves.
