Interesting History Facts
Northfield was first mentioned in the Doomsday book in 1086 and was a small village in North Worcester, becoming part of Birmingham in 1919. It was the centre of the nail making industry in the 19th Century and then home to Kalamazoo paper factory and Longbridge Rover motor industry in the 20th Century. Northfield Village is protected by the Northfield Old Village Conservation Area and comprises Church Hill, Church Road, Norton Close & Rectory Road. St Laurence’s Church at the centre of the Conservation Area dates from the 12th century and next door is The Great Stone Inn with a medieval timer framed hall and the 17th century Village Pound.

Victoria Common was laid out and landscaped on the site of the former public common as a recreation area to mark Queen Victoria’s Diamond Jubilee in 1897 and remains largely unchanged except for the addition of tennis courts and children’s play areas. 

Northfield Library was opened in 1906 but destroyed by fire in 1914 in a suspected arson attack by suffragettes. It was rebuilt in the same year by the Free Libraries Committee and although the façade remains the same the library was doubled in size in 1884 to accommodate more books.

Policy Context
The Paper Localism in Birmingham: A Framework for Future Policy, March 2018 set out objectives for future ward-based working which will focus on: improved service delivery in neighbourhoods, an agenda of “Neighbourly Neighbourhoods” and a commitment to a “Whole Place” and “Whole System” way of working.
