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Ward Description
Quinton is a suburban ward located in the west of the city. It has a population of 20,251 making it the 20th most populous ward in the city. 

The ward has an older age profile than the city as a whole and a lower BAME population share. 

Quinton is one of the better performing wards in the city for average income and is amongst the least deprived wards in the city. 

Resident employment rates in the ward are above the city average and claimant count unemployment proportions are 925 (7.3%) which is lower than the City average           (source: 2011 Census) 
Quinton Ward borders the Birmingham wards of Harborne and Bartley Green, the Sandwell ward of Warley and the Dudley ward of Halesowen South. It covers an area of 4.8 square kilometres (2 sq mi). The largest green open space in the ward is part of Woodgate Valley Country Park. The Bourn Brook, escaping under the Quinton Expressway from Quinton Meadows, flows through the Country Park and is most of the border between Quinton Ward and Bartley Green Ward.. 

The old Quinton Village area, the majority of which is still in the west of Quinton Ward, contains the highest point in Birmingham at 224 metres above sea level, and the top of the spire of the Parish Church (Christ Church the Quinton) is the highest point of any building in Birmingham. The escarpment a little to the west of the ward forms part of the national watershed, dividing the catchment areas of the River Severn and the River Trent. 

HISTORY

Administratively, the history of the Quinton area is a complex one. Quinton Ward in 2019 contains the greatest part of the area which was understood historically (and for some still is today) as “Quinton”. In medieval times we do find references to individuals with a “Quinton” address. However confusingly a large part of “Quinton” was more commonly known as "Ridgacre", and a number of much smaller parts as “Warley Wigorn”. These areas were sometimes described as “Townships”.

 In medieval times Quinton was part of the ancient parish of Hales Owen and was largely owned and administered by Halesowen Abbey at Lapal. Most of the Parish formed a detached part of Shropshire.

During the 18th Century, Quinton (then called Ridgacre), including Quinton Village, developed along the Kidderminster and Birmingham turnpike road (the present Hagley Road West). There was increasing growth of population in the Victorian era  with most of the Village’s inhabitants employed as nail makers. Nonetheless the majority of Quinton remained rural farmland. 

There were other important changes in Quinton during the 19th Century, including in civil administration. In 1832 Ridgacre Township was moved into 
Worcestershire for parliamentary purposes. Christ Church The Quinton was constructed in 1840 at a cost of £ 2,066 on land given to the church  by Lord Lyttleton, Lord of the Manor. In 1841 when Halesowen Parish was divided into districts, Christ Church became the Parish Church for The Quinton, a district.of Halesowen and an ecclesiastical Parish in Worcestershire. In 1846 Christ Church built Quinton’s first Primary School. In 1866 Ridgacre became a Civil Parish but from 1891 onwards its name was changed to Quinton.  

In 1894 Quinton Civil Parish became part of Halesowen Rural District Council and selected one of its committee members to represent Quinton on the District Council. The first was its Chairman, the Rev. James Jones but disatisfaction with Halesowen, particularly over  proposed sewage  arrangements, led to Rev. James Jones negotiating with Birmingham City Council to get its support for the removal of Quinton Parish from Halesowen and its incorporation into Birmingham.  

Quinton was formally removed from Worcestershire and incorporated into the county borough of Birmingham, in Warwickshire, on 9 November 1909 The annexation ceremony took place in Quinton Recreation Ground officiated by the then Lord Mayor of Birmingham, Sir George Kendrick. He declared that Quinton had “green fields and tree-clad hillls” everywhere. 

There were immense consequences of annexation, both in the short and long term. Only that part of Quinton Parish south of the present Hagley Road West was annexed by Birmingham so that it no longer resembled the ecclesiastical Parish. Initially it was not a separate Birmingham ward but was an anonymous part of the Birmingham’s Edgbaston and Harborne Ward and in 1912 the Civil Parish of Quinton was abolished.

In 1913 Birmingham produced the Quinton, Harborne  and Edgbaston housing scheme. However, Quinton was to be purely residential because it was upwind of the select middle-class suburb of Edgbaston  whose residents did not want the smells and smokes of manufacturing drifting downwind towards their homes. During the inter-war years especially in the 1930s there was widespread building of medium-sized private semi-detached houses. Construction was halted during World War II. In the 1950’s council houses typical of the period were built in the remaining spaces. There is a concentration of low-rise council housing on the Woodgate Valley estate, and higher-rise blocks on the Welsh House Farm estate. 

This urbanisation swept away the farms and most of the green spaces although part of Quinton Meadows remains Part of Woodgate Valley Country Park including a Local Nature Reserve. Therefore,  hardly anything remains now of the former rural Quinton except for place names. However in Quinton Village older buildings have survived . These include the 18th Century  “Nailers” Cottage and “Inglenook” Cottage  (in Ridgacre Road West), Christ Church the Quinton, and many Victorian terraced houses. Quinton Ward is therefore almost entirely residential, though there are typical small local service businesses and a Business Park was developed in the early 2000’s on part of Quinton Meadows.  

The area of Quinton Ward has not remained constant. In 1965/66 the building of the Quinton Expressway and the M5 through Quinton Village and the treatment of the M5 as a boundary between Birmingham and Halesowen resulted in further loss of old Quinton by Quinton Ward and its gain by Halesowen South Ward. The M5 was built straight through Quinton Recreation Ground with the major part ending up in Halesowen (now Dudley) re-named Quinton Park. The Welsh House Farm estate has moved backwards and forwards between Harborne and Quinton Wards and in 2018 re-designated as part of Haborne.  

Quinton Ward became, with the rest of Birmingham, part of the metropolitan county of the West Midlands on 1 April 1974, under the Local Government Act 1972. 

The expanded Quinton of that time was fictionalised as "Tilton" by Francis Brett Young in his novel Mr & Mrs Pennington and on the 9th November 2009  a tree was planted by Birmingham's Lord Mayor in Quinton Recreation Ground to commemorate the centenary of Birmingham’s annexation of Quinton. 
A new book by Dr. Michael Hall, ‘Quinton in the mid-1800s, is the result of over 40 years research.  The book is published by Quinton Local History Society.  It investigates the lives of over 1,000 people who lived in this small Shropshire/Worcestershire community, high on the Midland Plateau between 1841 and 1861.  Using information from tithe maps and apportionments, censuses, church, birth, marriage and death records, wills and newspaper reports etc. the tragi-comedy of human life within an undistinguished working–class, agricultural and nail-making community is brought to life.  A newly-drawn, large scale, colour version of Quinton tithe maps is included with the book and show both land utilisation and where people lived. 

Politics
Quinton ward is currently represented by one Labour Councillor on Birmingham City Council; Kate Booth following the resignation of Cllr John Clancy, former Ward Councillor and Leader of the City Council.

The ward of Quinton forms part of Birmingham Edgbaston Parliament Constituency along with Bartley Green, Edgbaston and Harborne, which has been represented by  Labour Cooperative MP Preet Gill since 2017.

Policy Context
