The  Sutton Trinity Ward is within the parliamentary constituency of Sutton Coldfield ,
The local Member of Parliament for Sutton Coldfield within which Sutton Trinity Ward is situated is Andrew Mitchell.

The earliest known signs of human presence in Sutton Coldfield have been discovered on the boundaries of the town. Archaeological surveys undertaken in preparation for the construction of the M6 Toll road revealed evidence of Bronze Age mounds near Langley Mill Farm, at Langley Brook. 

Upon the Roman withdrawal from Britain to protect the Roman Empire on the continent in the 5th century, the area of Sutton Coldfield, still undeveloped, passed into the Anglo Saxon kingdom of Mercia. It is during this period that it is believed Sutton Coldfield may have originated as a hamlet, as a hunting lodge was built at Maney Hill for the purpose of the Mercian leaders. The outline of the deer park that it served is still visible within Sutton Park, with the ditch and bank boundary forming the western boundary of Holly Hurst, then crossing Keepers Valley, through the Lower Nuthurst and continuing on south of Blackroot Pool. 
Henry VIII granted Sutton Coldfield a Charter of Incorporation naming it a Royal Town in 1528 thanks to the influence of Tudor churchman Bishop Vesey, who was born in Sutton Coldfield and became Henry VIII's chaplain and later Bishop of Exeter.

Potential Opportunities to the ward 

1. Peddimore Owned by Birmingham City Council, ‘Peddimore, Birmingham’ offers the opportunity to bring forward up to 3m sq ft. (around 251,000 sq m on 71 ha) of outstanding market-leading manufacturing and logistics space, with access to a skilled workforce drawn from 2.6 million people living within just 40 minutes’ drive time. It is also less than half an hour’s drive from the Birmingham International and East Midlands airports, making ‘Peddimore, Birmingham’ one of the country’s most strategically well-positioned and connected development opportunities to emerge in the last five years.
Birmingham City Council Leaders have stated "One of our biggest challenges is to create jobs and opportunities for a young and growing population and this much-anticipated development site is forecast to create up to 10,000 jobs, contributing £350 million to the local economy including 10000 jobs & 6000 houses 

2. Sutton Coldfield HS2 Gateway Project involving £19 million of Government funding

The project is part of a £48.6 million package of improvements intended to upgrade Sutton Coldfield’s connectivity to the new line, which will terminate at Curzon Street 10km south-west of the town centre. The scheme will deliver a new bus and local rail interchange with enhanced public realm connections to the surrounding town. The £20 million scheme – called the Sutton Coldfield HS2 Gateway project – aims to make ‘game changing connectivity enhancements’ to and from the town centre, linking it to the proposed new High Speed Two station at Curzon Street near Millennium Point in Birmingham city centre.

It is part of a broader £48.6 million package, part of the High Speed Two Connectivity Program, to boost the town’s transport connections.

The contract proposal, put out to tender by West Midlands Combined Authority, states: ‘This investment opportunity would deliver a new transport hub for Sutton Coldfield as well as the possibility of creating new homes and jobs in Sutton Coldfield town centre.

The Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) is a charge on new buildings in England and Wales. It is a mechanism to ensure certain types of new development contribute to the infrastructure needed to support that development.” It has been stated by all contributors of this ward plan that any CIL funding created by the investment to the area should remain in the catchment area of Sutton Coldfield”
A Key stakeholder within the ward is 
Sutton Town Council - A postal consultative ballot held in the summer of 2015 led to Birmingham City Council recommending the establishment of the town council at a full council meeting in September 2015. All residents on the local government electoral register in the parliamentary constituency of Sutton Coldfield were given the opportunity to cast their vote. The result of votes cast in the consultative ballot Number of eligible voters: equated to 75,431 of which  29,908 votes were cast equaling a turnout of 39.6% of which 20,871 voted yes (equating to 69.9% of those who voted being in favor). 
Sutton Town Council The Town Council is entirely funded by the residents of Sutton Coldfield through a precept on the council tax charge made by Birmingham City Council. The 2018/19 budget sets a total precept of £1,832,982. 
Library 
Via the Local Innovation Fund the Sutton Coldfield main library has created a unique operating model with the creation of a registered charity and a community interest company that is offering a raft of community services and a stay and play café. Since the model has been developed footfall has risen dramatically and the café, via a monthly rental to Birmingham City Council is assisting in the financial pressures the library faces.    
Unique attraction

Sutton Park - The park was established as a Royal Forest by the Anglo Saxon kings of Mercia from their seat at Tamworth  at around the 9th century. By the early 12th century, it was in use as a Norman medieval deer park. The land was given to the people of Sutton Coldfield by King Henry VIII in 1528 after Bishop John Vesey, a friend of the King, asked for it as a present to the people of Sutton Coldfield. The charcoal burning that took place in the Park is thought to have given Sutton Coldfield the second part of its name.
Most of the park is a National Nature Reserve; large parts are also a Scheduled Ancient Monument. Sutton Park is one of the largest urban parks in the United Kingdom. The park covers more than 2,400 acres. It consists of a mix of heathland, wetlands and marshes, seven lakes, extensive ancient woodlands (covering approximately a quarter of the park), several restaurants, a private 18-hole golf course on its western edge and a municipal golf course to the south, a donkey sanctuary, children's playgrounds and a visitors' centre.
In 1997, English Nature designated most of Sutton Park a National Nature Reserve and it features on English Heritage's list of recognized historic parks and gardens.
Retail
The main Shopping Centre is the Sutton Coldfield Mall, which was built in 1974 as 'The Gracechurch Shopping Centre'. As a result of investment, the appearance of the shopping center was improved in 2006 which included the installation of a glass roof above one of the walkways and the removal of a public square to form a cafe and extra retail units. 
Sutton Coldfield Town Council has outlined its plans to establish a new town centre partnership to lead the way in bringing forward proposals to improve and regenerate the 
At a meeting of the full Town Council on 26 June 2018 received a report from specialist consultants Peter Shearman Associates. The detailed reports shows that Sutton Coldfield has been a very resilient town centre through some very challenging times for traditional bricks and mortar retailing. Excellent public transport and convenient car parking, combined with a relatively prosperous catchment area mean that it has continued to be able to attract and retain major retailers, in contrast to many other town centres.

However the town is not immune from national trends and the report outlines the difficulties being experienced in traditional retailing generally. Increasing use of the internet for browsing and shopping is chief amongst these but the town also faces strong competition from other regional shopping destinations.

The Council has resolved to set up a Town Centre Regeneration Group to work with local partners and business representatives to help shape new policies to drive necessary improvements in order to help secure the future.  It is also proposed to discuss future plans with key landowners in the town.

Policy Context
The Paper Localism in Birmingham: A Framework for Future Policy, March 2018 set out objectives for future ward-based working which will focus on: improved service delivery in neighbourhoods, an agenda of “Neighbourly Neighbourhoods” and a commitment to a “Whole Place” and “Whole System” way of working.

The new ward planning process is one of the main mechanisms by which citizens and communities can participate in setting local priorities themselves.  The ward plan will be used to develop and enhance local engagement and community governance.  The ward plan will highlight local priorities and planned actions.
