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Ward Description

The Weoley and Selly Oak ward was created as a result of substantial boundary changes across Birmingham prior to the 2018 local elections. As a result of these changes parts of the former Weoley, Selly Oak and Bartley Green wards was combined into a new two member ward. 
The north eastern corner of the ward contains some of the historic town of Selly Oak as well as the new shopping centre focussed around a large Sainsbury store. The area now covered by the ward was until the 20th Century largely rural with some light industry.

In the centre of the ward lies the large 1930’s build council housing estate of Weoley Castle, which contains within it the castle itself. The castle, technically a fortified house, is a notable local heritage asset and is Scheduled Ancient Monument. Running east-west through the length of the ward is the historic route of the Lapal Canal, which is subject to potential for restoration. The estate has a notable local retail centre focussed on the square and includes several schools.       

Between the Weoley Castle estate and the Bristol Road is an area of substantial housing built on land owned by the Bournville Village Trust. The wards western border runs down Shenley Lane between Barnes Hill and Northfield, a substantial local centre with many retail and leisure facilities.  

The ward contains large areas of green space including Selly Oak Park, Lodge Hill Cemetery and Northfield Manor Park. These green spaces benefit from substantial community support and engagement. The northern boundary of the ward is defined by Bournbrook River which separates it from Harborne ward. The border to the south is marked by the Bristol Road, the main arterial route connecting the south west of the city to its centre. On the opposite side of this border are the wards of Bournville & Cotteridge and Northfield.  

The ward has seen substantial new developments along its margins in recent year both within the Selly Oak area and along the Bristol Road, including the new University of Birmingham School. These developments have added additional housing for both students and older residents as well as large family homes in the Northfield Manor area. 

The ward features a wide range of housing tenancy types including Houses of Multiple Occupation, dedicated student accommodation, home owned, social tenancies both council and others (significantly Bournville Village Trust) and private rented. The ward has pockets of deprivation as well as areas of high wealth. The ward is home to a large number of professionals associated with Birmingham University, the nearby hospitals and other major employers. The ward as a whole broadly reflects the city as a whole in terms of social-economic measures, but has a lower percentage of BAME residents than Birmingham as a whole.   

The wards public transport is heavily dependent upon bus services, although both Selly Oak and Northfield have regular services provided by the Cross Cine Line. The ward is well served by road links, however there is heavy congestion on the major routes towards the city centre. These roads have also seen a number of Road Traffic Collisions some of which have tragically involved fatalities. Whilst the ward itself has little dedicated cycle provision it is now connected to the city via the new A38 cycle highway (opened June 2018).  

The ward is well served by many community facilities including a library, parks, schools, churches and doctor’s surgeries however youth provision within the ward is very limited. There are further available facilities within reach including Northfield Leisure Centre, the University swimming centre, QE hospital and retail centres, however access can be restricted by public transport availability. 

Weoley and Selly Oak features well established communities that take an interest in the area and are supportive of positive local developments.

Policy Context
The Paper Localism in Birmingham: A Framework for Future Policy, March 2018 set out objectives for future ward-based working which will focus on: improved service delivery in neighbourhoods, an agenda of “Neighbourly Neighbourhoods” and a commitment to a “Whole Place” and “Whole System” way of working.

The new ward planning process is one of the main mechanisms by which citizens and communities can participate in setting local priorities themselves.  The ward plan will be used to develop and enhance local engagement and community governance.  The ward plan will highlight local priorities and planned actions.
In January 2019 Cabinet approved the Localisation White Paper “Working Together in Birmingham’s Neighbourhoods”. This commits the City Council to a programme of transformation, “to make Birmingham a localist city, and transform the culture of the city council to support that”. It also commits the city council to:

· Strengthen Ward partnership working and Ward planning

· Strengthen neighbourhood resources

· Make services more responsive to local neighbourhoods

It sets four tests for the success of this programme by 2022:

· Services being different, better suited to the area, and more efficient.

· Officers working for ‘one council’, putting shared outcomes and local places first, not their service or directorate.

· Local councillors having more influence on services.

· Residents feeling they are more in control of their services and their local area.
