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Ward Description
Harborne 
Harborne is a Victorian suburb located in the south west of Birmingham neighbouring Edgbaston, Quinton, Bartley Green and Selly Oak and the town of Bearwood in the Borough of Sandwell MBC.  
Its housing stock dates mainly from the pre-1900s and early 20th century, though St Peter’s Church – the centre of the original ‘Harborne village’ - dates back to Anglo-Saxon times and is thought to be a church where St Chad preached. 

Harborne now centres around the High Street, which is home to a number of award winnings restaurants and pubs. Harborne featured in The Times 2019 list of the best places to live in the UK thanks to it being ‘well placed for food, fitness and school catchment areas.’ 

A short walk from the High Street is the Moorpool Estate which was built in 1907 by John Nettlefold – a key figure in the provision of public housing in Birmingham. Moor Pool has an important historic value and remains an almost intact example of a Garden Suburb built on co-partnership principles from what was an extremely important period in Britain's and particularly Birmingham’s town planning history.
Since the boundary changes in 2018, Harborne Ward now also includes the Welsh House Farm Estate which had always been in Harborne ward before the 2003 boundary review. Whilst having higher levels of deprivation than the ward as a whole, the ‘Estate’ is rich in community spirit and is home to the successful Big Local Project. 
Harborne benefits from some of the best primary schools in the region and is home to many medics and academics from the nearby Queen Elizabeth Hospital and University. 
Interesting Facts
Harborne was first mentioned in the Doomsday Book in 1086. It remained a small village on the borders of Staffordshire, until the Industrial Revolution. 
The growth of its neighbour, Birmingham, into a major City had far reaching effects, culminating in the then village becoming part of Birmingham in 1912 when the Warwickshire County boundary was revised to embrace the whole of the newly enlarged Birmingham.
Former home to, amongst others, Chad Valley toys, famous water colour artist David Cox, poet W. H. Auden, Francis Aston Nobel Prize winner for Chemistry and Thomas Attwood, the City’s first MP and most significant resident ever. 
Attwood was a political reformer and nationally the leading campaigner for the Great Reform Act of 1832, and was once dubbed “the most popular man in all England”.  As a result of the passing of the Act, Thomas Attwood and his associate Joshua Scholefield were returned unopposed as Birmingham’s first MPs on 12 December 1832.
Other famous sons include Dennis Amiss England and Warwickshire cricketer and rock musician Steve Gibbons.
Harborne is now one of Birmingham’s most desirable places to live.

Policy Context
The Paper Localism in Birmingham: A Framework for Future Policy, March 2018 set out objectives for future ward-based working which will focus on: improved service delivery in neighbourhoods, an agenda of “Neighbourly Neighbourhoods” and a commitment to a “Whole Place” and “Whole System” way of working.

The new ward planning process is one of the main mechanisms by which citizens and communities can participate in setting local priorities themselves.  The Ward Plan will be used to develop and enhance local engagement and community governance.  The Ward Plan will highlight local priorities and planned actions.
In January 2019 Cabinet approved the Localisation White Paper “Working Together in Birmingham’s Neighbourhoods”. This commits the City Council to a programme of transformation, “to make Birmingham a localist city, and transform the culture of the City Council to support that”. It also commits the City Council to:

· Strengthen Ward partnership working and Ward planning

· Strengthen neighbourhood resources

· Make services more responsive to local neighbourhoods

It sets four tests for the success of this programme by 2022:

· Services being different, better suited to the area, and more efficient.

· Officers working for ‘One Council’, putting shared outcomes and local places first, not their service or directorate.

· Local Councillors having more influence on services.

· Residents feeling, they are more in control of their services and their local area.

This Harborne Ward Plan is about achieving these results in our own local Ward.
